God knew when He called us home from Mexico that I would need a
time of rest and recuperation. After a MRI showed my right hip joint
to be deteriorating and with very little cartilage, our friend and
orthopedic surgeon (Dr. Berghausen) scheduled a total hip joint
replacement for January 25, 2011. Dennis and I were in a bit of shock, | =
but trusted that God would care for me and help me heal. I spent 5

a walker. Dennis was the best caregiver I could have imagined:
cooking, cleaning, chauffeuring, and caring for me. He has been
patient and kind through it all. He is using his gift of service by
serving me in this time of recuperation! I am so blessed to have
Dennis as my husband! My Dad has been a wonderful help, too. He
understands my limitations as he has had both knees (at the same
time) and one hip replaced! Faithful friends visited to encourage me,
pray with me, and bring meals. I began physical therapy one week
after my surgery and have been doing the therapy exercises falthfully
I am now riding our stationary bike 40 minutes a day and can walk
for 30 minutes with my treking pole. God is SO good and our bodies
heal miraculously. Check out the X-ray for the details of the titanium
pin and metal ball and socket that now make up my right hip joint. I

2010 was a year full of accomplishments and challenges, joys and sorrows and endings and i
beginnings. As in Proverbs 24:16 states “For a righteous man may fall seven times And rise i
again, But the wicked shall fall by calamity” We have fallen and did rise again, with His help. i
This year, we took less physical donations to Mexico due to many reasons. We have found that |
they do not need more clothing, shoes, toys and stuffed animals! Stuffed animals and toys are ‘
not needed in even the most poorest of families. They just create more trash that is littered |
throughout the area. As for clothing, almost everyone coming to Penasco brings clothes for the
poor and it is passed out randomly. People have so many donated clothes they set up segundas
(yard sales) and sell clothing at extremely low prices (making it hard for the people that have
clothing stores to make a living). The exceptions this year were clothing for those that were
desperate and that usually was  restricted to small children and infants. Also, we did provide
clothing to the men and women’s rehab centers and prison inmates, when needed, along with
sheets, blankets, and towels to the medical clinics and those in need.

Other donations Manos de Dios provided were: food and
financial donations to churches for food banks, 2 vehicles for
pastors, school supplies to families and churches, a generator
and tithed financial support to Mexican pastors who receive
very little financial support. We were also able to help
sponsor the annual Prison Christmas Posada for about 130
people and donated 23 Christmas food boxes (enough food to
provide a dinner for a family and friends and a bag of
household items) to those that would otherwise be going
without a special Christmas meal.

Other activities in 2010 were: I delivered a message to the men and women at the Esperanza
Rehab Center every Thursday; Lucy built up the woman’s prison ministry and mentored a new
leader; Lucy went on a mission trip with a local Mexican youth group to the community of
Habana, Sonora (she also went on a mission trip to Taiwan); we took Pastor Tim (from The
Rock Church of Sahuarita) to El Diamante where he gave a message to the men’s fellowship
group; we helped financially support a trip to Cancun by the Rehab Directors Jose and Ana (they
were assisting the start up of a church and Rehab Center). We were also able to get Margarita
and Alejandra into the United States and then to the Shriners’ Hospital in Los Angeles for
treatment for Alejandra.

In November, Lucy and I attended a Love and Respect Conference that was very beneficial in
helping to strengthen our marriage and our relationship. It was based on Godly principles and
explained how God made us different for a reason. We loved it so much and it was so helpful
that we purchased the DVD set and have incorporated it into our mission. We are holding
conferences in order to bring God’s message of ‘Love and Respect’ to others. Hopefully, the
conference will be coming out in Spanish soon and we plan on presenting it to our friends in
Mexico.
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We have made many friends, increased relationships, mentored,
prayed with and for those hurting, and brought the Word of God to
those who would listen during the past year. We were blessed to be
able to be His hands and feet. However, it was not a year without
some down times and some bruises.

Rehab Center) we met a woman and
B her 3 children. Socorro and her
% children Juan Ramon, Yada and Fa-
 tama (shown here) were the first family
we built a relationship with. They were
all killed in an auto accident in Hermosillo last summer. They will be
missed. Also, two pastors have fallen away from Jesus’ teachings and
are in the need of support, prayer and forgiveness as do many couples
struggling with their marriage, problems with children and the many
temptations they face.

One of the trials we personally have endured was a parting of
ways with our home Tucson church. We have been hurt, but are
choosing not to hold onto offenses AND have learned from this
process. God has used this difficult time to lead us to new
opportunities to grow! We are now being exposed to powerful Bible
teaching twice a week at our new churches. We are growing spiritually
as we study The Word corporately and individually. We have
strengthen wonderful friendships and met new friends. We have
opportunities for “iron sharpening” conversations. God is leading us
toward different possibilities for ministering and partnering with these
new churches. We share this to encourage you as you face trials. We
pray that you will, as we have, find that God works through the
difficult times and that we come out on the other side stronger and in a
wonderful new place. God is good and works all together for good for
those who love Him and are called according to His purpose! (Romans
8:28)

Another set of challenges we are currently facing is the increase of
violence in Pefiasco and northern Sonora resulting in less tourists
supporting the area (very few jobs available and many businesses
closing). Add to that, the severe economic problems we are having in
America and the fact that some people in the US are reluctant to
support missions in Mexico because of all the negative press Mexicans
are getting concerning the violence and illegal immigration. These
factors have resulted in a reduction in financial support to Manos de
Dios in the past couple years (and I’m sure for other missionaries in
Mexico, as well). The funding for our mission activities is very low
but we will continue to serve Him for as long as we have the ability.

Starting off this year we ask you to pray for us. Please pray for
clarity and focus on what the Holy Spirit calls us to do; for the
financial support needed to accomplish those activities; for joy and
unity in our marriage and mission; and for people to work together as
we serve our brothers and sisters to the south and not condemn them
all because of the actions of some.

After much study as to
what the scripture states about such matters, wise
council from those that have had experience in these
matters and some excellent teaching I have received
from the Calvary Pastors and Leaders Conference I just
attended, I am confident that clarity will prevail.

I also have had the opportunity to: deliver clothing,
books, study material, blankets and towels to a rehab
center in Nogales; make donations of blankets, towels,
school supplies and a bicycle to a missionary family*
serving in Mexico (see photo below); and take a pastor
and 3 men from a church in Las Vegas to Puerto
Penasco where they talked with a pastor for whom they
are considering building a church.

I have also played ‘nurse’ for 5 weeks of Lucy’s recovery
from total hip replacement surgery. I am happy to say
last Saturday she was able to vacuum the living room
rug again! Physical Therapy is a wonderful tool.

I am re-reading Kings and Priests and just finished
Calvary Distinctives by Pastor Chuck Smith. The term
“firstfruits” has been on my mind for the past few days.
I don’t know what that means or if it has something to
do with the direction of my walk or mission, so I will
just have to wait for clarity and direction from the Holy

Spirit, then I will take it from there.
